LAMOR ROAD IMPROVEMENT PROJECT,
CITY OF HERMITAGE, MERCER COUNTY

PROJECT DESCRIPTION

This betterment project will update Lamor Road to provide a consistent segment of road between Route 18
and North Keel Ridge Road (Route 3011). The project length is 3,076 linear feet.

The project will widen the road from Kenray Drive to North Keel Ridge Road, including 4-foot shoulders,
updated drainage and concrete curbs along each side of the road. The road west of the Carol S. Gurrera

Village driveway will be improved to design criteria for 35 miles per hour speeds. Some utilities will have to be
relocated.

A missing segment of sidewalk will be completed along the left side of Lamor Road from Route 18 to Valley

View Road. The intersection radius will also be improved for large vehicles turning right from North Keel Ridge
Road to westbound Lamor Road.

The entire segment of road will also be milled and resurfaced as part of the project.
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ANTICIPATED CONSTRUCTIONSCHEDULE

The project is expected to take place in 2025.
